--maintain your amateur status to keep your quality high
--learn your garbage schedule
--have a good time all the time, and be excellent to each other 
UNBOXING AND SET UP OF Audio-Technica AT2005USB MICROPHONE
--what you need and what you don't in the box
--don't' use the included stand, you need a real stand

--setting up and using a good mic stand
--plugs and switches on the mic
--importance of a windscreen

--plugging in min-USB plug

--installing drivers

--blue light on mic only indicates connection, switch must be on to hear audio from mic

--importance of having mic near your face
--must use headphones

--use non-leaking headphones

--picking mic as audio device in and out on your computer. 

--getting a good audio level
--stereo vs. mono recording

--bad grounding can kill you

--do not use a ground lifter

--traveling with ground tester

--power conditioners

--surge protectors

--uninterrupted power supplies

--why you should use more than one computer if you can

RECORDING A SHOW OVER SKYPE

--setting mic as default audio input and output in Skype, Windows, and your recording program. 

--scratch test to determine if mic is being used

--in Skype, turn off “automatically adjust volume” for input and output

--settings can change after Skype update

--What is a mixer, what is an input?

--mark mixer channels with label maker

--use shortest cable possible to reduce noise

3 WAYS TO RECORD

1. RECORDING SKYPE ON ONE COMPUTER WITH THIRD-PARTY UTILITY

--downloading MP3 Skype Recorder

--examples of podcasts done this way

--installing MP3 Skype Recorder

--changing to better sample rate and bit rate settings on MP3 Skype Recorder

--picking default drive to save media

--doing Skype call test, playing it back to test

--recording a Skype call over MP3 Skype Recorder

2. RECORDING SKYPE FROM ONE COMPUTER TO ANOTHER

--setting Windows input and output devices to set same in Audacity

--restarting Audacity to deal with a common error

--recording sound check, setting recording levels

--playing back to check recording

--normalizing file

--hit space bar to stop and start playback

3. RECORDING FROM A COMPUTER INTO A MIXER, WITH YOUR MIC IN THE MIXER, OUT TO AN SD CARD RECORDER

--Mixer and mic setup

--using XLR cables

--EQ, compressor, pan and volume setting on mixer

--balancing volume between channel volume and master volume

--get a good sound when you “print to tape”, don’t “fix it in the mix”

--engage low-pass filter

--don’t push in mute button

--setting and checking volume on SD card recorder

--mix minuses

--using a Y-splitter

--starting and stopping recording on SD card

--one switch to turn everything in your studio on and off

--recording in the same room with multiple hosts

OUTPUTTING TO MP3

--how to output to MP3 in Audacity

--96 k vs 128 k

--dedicated server vs. shared server

--outputting to MP3 in Audacity vs. outputting WAV and dragging into LameDrop

--Don’t put ads in your show or on your website until you’re popular

--Saving WAVs for the future

--needle drops to check a few places in a file

--once an hour re-connect on Skype

MIC TECHNIQUE

--what it is, how to get good mic technique

--adjusting your distance from mic depending on your volume

--importance of a windscreen, and a close mic

--compression

--again, get a good sound, don’t fix it in the mix

--more on no-price sound conditioning

SHOW PREP

--saving e-mails in dedicated folder

--learning to riff on the fly

--keeping topics as jumping off point and backup

--notepad on your table to make and update notes during show

INTRO TO EDITING

--any editing program works, but I like Sound Forge 8 the best

--scrolling in and out

--cutting out tiny “ums” and spaces, but not ALL of them

--adding markers

--scrolling view in and out for macro and micro view

--cutting and pasting

--normalizing

--adding ads if needed

ADVANCED EDITING

--all the magic that goes into editing an actual Freedom Feens episode

MORE ON GEAR: MIXERS

--Why I like the Xenyx series

--downloading drivers

--get a mixer with volume sliders

--XLR or balanced ¼ inch cables have lower noise

--compression knob

--external rack mount compression

--tip to prevent overheating on smaller mixers

--Y splitters to monitor and record

--powering down after a show – cover the mixer to keep off dust and pets

OUTRO

--a few final tips from MWD:

--don’t call your show “daily” “weekly” or “after dark.”

--Cats and windscreens don’t mix

--Vacuum regularly

--Don’t do high-memory stuff while doing important things

--Don’t blow smoke or vape on mics
